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SPIRONOLACTONE HYDROCHLOTHYOZIDE

Why has Dr. Wood prescribed this medication?

Spironolactone and Hydrochlorothiazide are two different diuretics in the same tablet.  They are used to eliminate the excess fluid.  Combined diuretics are more potent than single ones.

How do I give this medication?

· Give this medication to your pet as directed by Dr. Wood.  READ THE LABEL CAREFULLY.

· Try to give this medication at about the same time(s) each day.

· DO NOT give your pet more medication than directed.

· DO NOT give the medication more often than directed.

· Try not to miss giving any doses.

· DO NOT stop giving this medication without first consulting with Dr. Wood.

What do I do if I miss giving a dose?

Give the dose as soon as possible.  If it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue with the regular schedule.  Do not give your pet two doses at once.

Potential side effects

Notify Dr. Wood or your regular veterinarian if your pet has symptoms of dehydration, vomiting, poor appetite and lethargy.  Kidney insufficiency is the main concern.  Other side effects may occur so if you notice anything unusual please contact Dr. Wood or your regular veterinarian.

Possible drug interactions

· Make sure to tell us what other medication you are giving to your pet.

· Dr. Wood may prescribe two different medications, and a drug interaction may be anticipated.  In this case, he may vary the dose and/or monitor your pet more closely.

· The following drugs can potentially interact with Spironolactone HCTZ: potassium supplements, Enalapril, Digoxin and other diuretics.
· Contact Dr. Wood if your pet experiences any unusual reactions when different medications are given together.
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
